These children could be accommodated in our school if they had
transport. Having researched the cost, we now know that it is possible. | intend to return
to Kilimanjaro in July 2017 and hopefully with the resources to purchase a suitable vehicle
in the knowledge that the school will provide a trained driver. 1 am appealing for your
financial support towards this very worthwhile project. | give you an absolute assurance
that all contributions received will be applied to the project without any deductions or
expenses.
